Now Available through PBS TeacherLine 
 

New PBS TeacherLine courses prepare educators for science testing and assessment 
 

ARLINGTON, Va. (June 20, 2007) – With No Child Left Behind deadlines for science testing 
and achievement fast approaching, educators can turn to PBS TeacherLine® to improve 
science teaching and learning. PBS TeacherLine and WGBH/Teachers' Domain have 
collaborated to offer teachers online professional development courses in science that are 
aligned with national and state standards. The research-based courses are offered nationwide 
as a special collection through PBS TeacherLine. The collection is available for the first time 
during the summer session of PBS TeacherLine courses, which begins June 27.   
 
Through the science courses, K-12 teachers learn to engage students with media-rich 
resources, and to incorporate practical, real-world applications into their instruction. Courses in 
elementary and middle school science emphasize content, pedagogy and technology 
integration. Courses in high school science focus on inquiry methodology and technology 
integration. The courses draw upon nearly 1,000 resources developed from high-quality and 
trusted information sources such as the award-winning PBS science programs NOVA, ZOOM, 
and A Science Odyssey. 
 
Up to 34 online courses in earth and space, life, and physical science for K-12 will be offered 
throughout the coming school year. To meet educators’ specific learning needs, the courses are 
offered in two formats: 30-hour, 6-week courses that provide a quick immersion into teaching a 
particular topic, and 45-60 hour, 10-week courses that provide teachers with a comprehensive 
understanding of a subject and the inquiry method.   
 
“Our mission is to provide educators with innovative, high-quality online professional 
development in all subject areas and at all grade levels,” said Rob Lippincott, senior vice 
president of education for PBS. “This collaboration with WGBH allows us to offer educators 
access to courses that will improve their science knowledge and teaching abilities at a time 
when districts are striving to meet teacher quality and accountability mandates.”
